So | did a quick search in the online encyclopedia Wikipedia and found that the Maypole
was historically used in the worship of pagan gods of fertility. How did the Bolivians ever connect this with the birth of
Christ?

The house here in San Lorenzo is very quiet as our children are at camp for the week in Bella Vista or éBeautiful
Viewé. The name fits, the place is beautiful. We had to cross several rivers without bridges to get there. We are
praying that not only will many of the young people be challenged and saved, but that the rains will not increase and the
rivers rise so we will be able to bring the youth home on Friday.
