The country was locked down 
for four months while rioters tried to 
influence governmental policy. Haiti is no 
longer locked down however ministry 
never slowed down. Praise God for strong 
leadership!

Recently, THM asked one of our partners 
if they would sponsor a Pastors 
conference in December, and they happily 
agreed. Over 200 ministry leaders  
(including spouses) enjoyed four days of 
ministry training, encouraging nightly 
worship, three meals a day and one full 
day at the beach.  

Ministry vision was cast for 2023 with a major emphasis on 
discipleship making and church planting.  The network of 
churches is growing wider and deeper.  Join us in Haiti on a 
team and taste and see yourself what God is doing for his 
glory and our good.
