rough crowd where they smoked weed every morning, 
then skipped class. In 9th grade, she was raped and wanted to end her life afterwards. On top 
of this, both her parents work full time so she has become the primary caregiver for her little 
sister, Desiree, who she must take everywhere! Jean also must have a weekend job to pay for 
anything she needs; clothes, phone, school supplies etc… At 15 years old, she feels like an adult 
and often misses out on youth events due to child care and work.  

 Then, she was introduced to Cru by a friend. Recognizing that she was at her wits end, 
she prayed and asked Jesus to be her Lord and Savior! She now attends Cru and no longer skips 
school! For Jean, it can be very stressful to try to finish high school, pay attention in Cru, and 
watch a toddler at the same time! Since Jessica has been bringing our boys, they can play with 
Desiree while Jean can finally experience rest and put all of her attention into the lesson! Please 
pray for Jean as she seeks to balance work, child care, studies, and her new life with Jesus!
