Q: Where are you from?
A:  I am from Houston, TX.  I graduated 
from Washington University in St. Louis with 
degrees in Painting and Japanese.

I 
then went on STINT with CRU to Macedonia 
(in Eastern Europe) for a year and interned on 
the Central IL team the next year.

A:  We often describe our campus movements 
as “sta! directed, student led.”  I love finding 
and training students who have a heart for 
the lost and equipping them to give every 
student on their campus an opportunity to 
hear the gospel.  One of my favorite moments 
on sta! was hearing Kelsey, a freshman at 
Western Illinois University’s weekly meeting, 
cast a vision of her dream of WIU being char-
acterized as a place where students are talk-
ing about Jesus and actively pursuing what He 
has for their lives.
