This means that in 
Western Oregon, our new Awana 
ministries have the probability of  
reaching 320 kids with God’s 
word that were not being reached 
before, not to mention the 
discipleship taking place in the 
kids that attend church!  The 
Northwest Region may be 

reaching almost 1500 more 
clubbers in the new clubs that are 
starting this year.  These numbers 
are important because each one 
represents a soul for whom Christ 
died.  Our mission is to get as 
much of  God’s word, as deep as 
we can, into as many kids as we 
can.  New clubs are so important 
to accomplish that mission.
