Disciple-Making Leaders

While we had participated in Israel
Study Tours with other ministries in the
past, October 16-26 marked Sonlife’s
first Life of Christ Study Tour of our
own. Beginning in the Spring of 2019,
we will provide Study Tours for ministry
leaders on an annual basis. Here the
40 of us are gathered at the Garden
Tomb, where we had a time of worship
and communion as we reflected on
Christ choosing us to be His
messengers of hope to a lost world in
need of a Savior.

Teaching in the Wilderness

Sonlife’s Study Tour walked leaders
through the Life of Christ chronologically,
on location, site by site. On our second
day, we made the four mile hike through
the Wadi Qelt ravine in the Judean
Wilderness. There | taught on Jesus’
dependence upon the Holy Spirit during
His 40 days of prayer, fasting and
temptation at the beginning of His
earthly ministry. Jesus waited on the
Holy Spirit to begin His 3 1/2 year public
ministry. After that, He told His disciples
to wait on the Holy Spirit before they
would begin the church in Acts.

Teaching in Capernaum
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In Capernaum, we talked about Jesus’
invitation to the four fishermen to
become “fishers of men.” Jesus first
issued this call in Matthew 4 & Mark 1,
but then we see Him giving the
challenge a second time in Luke 5.
Why did He need to offer them this
challenge twice? The first time, we
read they “left their nets,” but the
second time, we read they “left
everything” to follow Him. Their faith
was growing. They had to trust that
God would provide. They would learn
to trust God with everything.
