“Everything I am, and 
everything I’m not, I give to you God.  Use me.  I will go!” 

Tears streamed down my face.  When Benjamin had finished 
preaching, I walked forward.  I stepped in the basket.  I wanted to 
tell my Father, yet again, that my life belongs to Him.  Everything 
I am.  Everything I’m not.  It’s all His! 

It was William Carey who said this, “Expect great things from 
God; attempt great things for God!”  That’s the real life story of 
Benjamin Francis.  I’m excited he’ll be speaking for Sonlife at our 
national Disciple-Making Conference in Orlando next January.
