We do ask for your 

pardon for the ones who are at a distance from us that we cannot get to you, finances would not 

permit. Preaching behind the pulpit and outside the pulpit is my heartbeat, to edify and equip the 

saints as well as bring in the sheaves in our soul warning and assistance to my home Pastor in some 

of the satellite ministries. That is the norm for some good partnerships here with preaching on ferry

 St NYC open air in the subway systems. The great thing about 

that is the people don't have a choice but to listen because they can't go anywhere until their stop 

comes up.
