Students and staff live together in tight community, and spend their
nights and weekends being discipled (mentored), learning in small group
Bible studies, and dispersing to the nearby campuses and beaches to
share the gospel. At the same time, students get internships or summer
jobs, and are encouraged to use the skills we teach them to build relation-
