Together
we went to schools in rural minority villages to host sports clinics and teach in English classes. The leaders of these
Il schools opened their doors to us and allowed us to share because of our platform of sports, but GOD was knitting
} together opportunities for future connections for the staff that will remain there to follow up and connect for ministry.
I will never forget moments like having thousands of elementary and high school students mobbed around us asking for
‘ our pictures & autographs (which we usually signed, including a Bible verse) and then looking over my shoulder to see
Wl our host staff having a conversation with the school principal and establishing that relationship. Or having the
 opportunity to meet & teach English at the gymnastics school coached by the reigning
' Olympic Gold Medalist and encourage his relationship with our staff as they serve
| | him. Another incredible opportunity was corporately worshipping with the Believers
I there, especially since they have to meet in secret. Hearing stories of how they risk
| their lives and serve with such humility was life changing! For example one man,
il who 12 years ago was blind, but God miraculously healed him and now his vision is to
l | make sure that he shares about Jesus with his village of 30,000 people, where
| | currently there are only 16 known Christ followers.
