Reaching 
children in a far off  
geographical area the VBS is 
not just for children it is also 
part of  the local church 
strategy reaching many and 
planting 100 churches!   

Medical Care 
Caring for the sick, teaching 
wellness and praying for people as 
they come through the clinic a 
visit with Dr. Mark builds physical 
health and spiritual health, too. 
The church leaders on hand meet 
with people from the community  
and tell them about Christ.   

The medical clinic is also part of  
the church planting strategy. 
Identifying communities of  people 
and building relationships with 
leaders.
