Traveling to Haiti in February 2019 
was my very first formal mission trip.
I strive to live a life that represents 
Christ wherever I am and I pray to be 
made aware of the opportunities given 
to me right where I am.

For me, to 
participate in an organized mission trip 
meant being prepared to work every 
day of the trip.
