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Last month we informed you, our partners, that the Pastors in the Central Plateau have
elementary and trade schools being used as outreach and training their communities.
| They also desire to have projects that support the school operations.

Buying and reselling gas is one of the their primary ventures to do that.

This project has taken a giant step forward. We have a Haitian banking partner to fund
AND monitor the loan to fund the gas business.
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A large portion of the congregants within the 38 Caisse the Bemk Manag
churches in the network, including the Central & Brian
Plateau, despot their savings with the bank of Open

Door Church (CASOPOQ). That is the name of the -
church network. When the thousands of congregants | =&
deposit their savings at CASOPO, CASOPO makes
that deposit at the Cap Haitian bank getting better
terms than any individual.

CASOPO also lends that money out (1%) to church
members for one to two years to start or expand their
business. Contracts and terms are agreed upon for

all loans. The submitted business plan is reviewed
by a board of Directors of CASOPO and monthly reports and payments are required.
More on this in the months to follow.

The Central Plateau Pastors are in discussions with CASOPO in structuring a loan for
the expansion of their business to support the schools.

Next month we will have a broader look at the bank and it’s leaders.

We are looking to raise $10,000 to deposit with CASOPO to be lent out to church
members to start or most likely expand an ongoing business for church members. The
10k investment will be lent out over and over again. Strengthening the church by
providing for daily needs.
