I asked what her family 
would do next year when they sold 
an offspring from the goat they 
received (about $100 US) and she 
paused for a long time.  She finally 
said, “I have no idea; I never thought 
that big or that far off.”   WOW! 

Oanier and Mamise are following 
Christ, as they work-out the renewal 
of their mind.  Not conforming to the 
patterns of this world and the lies 
Satan spews at them.  Lies that 
crush hope, hope in Christ, and hope 
that things can change.
