Students spent spring break traveling to four differ-
ent missions locations in order to share the gospel and glorify
God! Here's a glimpse of what happened:

SWEDEN

Jena led a team of twelve stu-
dents to Orebro, Sweden. The
team traveled to Orebro Uni-
versity and initiated spiritual
conversations using Perspec-

students initiated 149 spiritual
conversation and got to share the gospel 49 times. It was a
huge encouragement to the students and has led to them. Also
as you can see pictured below, Logan was part of the team.

LOUISVILLE

Students traveled to Kentucky to serve with Unto, Cru’s
humanitarian arm, in order to host a vision clinic and share
the love of Jesus for refugees from all around the world (Cuba,
Afghanistan, Ukraine and more). Together the students gave
away hundreds of pairs of glasses, played with children living
in the refugee settlement, and offered friendship—even going
beyond language barriers by having conversations through
Google translate!

This year, Andrew was the Conference Director and served in a

NORTH AFRICA

We sent six students to a closed location in North Africa and
saw the Lord develop a heart for the lost among them, to the
point that at least three of them have expressed interest in re-
turning for a longer period of time (a couple are thinking about
spending a year or more!). This is exciting because in this coun-
try, for every 16000 people, there is one Christian in the entire
country who is able to share the gospel with them. We are
praying for the Lord to send to the harvest, and particularly in
places where it is challenging to get the gospel out!
