We’re supposed to fulfill the great commission and 
that’s a global mission. Malisa and I have a heart for 
Boston for sure, but it extends beyond that to the 
world. And we want to help our staff and students 
(and you) catch that vision.

And so we took students like Josh, who had 
never shared the gospel before. We took students 
like Taylor who will be working this summer and so 
can’t go at any other time. We took students like 
Grace and Patrick who are considering coming back 
as long-term missionaries. 

To a person, each of these students had a transformative week. Taylor’s life 
and vision for ministry has been transformed. Josh is eager to put himself in spots 
during his daily life to have spiritual conversations. 

Thanks for partnering with us to reach the world for Christ. The trip was 
incredible. Seeing people we’ve been working alongside for the last decade, sharing 
the gospel, working with refugees and asylum seekers – each of these is such a 
powerful experience. But my favorite is taking students who’ve never been on a trip 

like this. We asked one of them, Jennifer, to share a bit about her trip.
