Part of being in the
foster system was that she got to go to a camp every summer. Jill loved the camp. And, though she knew it was a “Christian

camp”, she told me that she never heard the
gospel in a way that made sense to her.

Fast forward 12 years. Now, Jill isa
first year at Boston University. Feeling totally
overwhelmed by her engineering major, Jill
reached out to one of her mentors in the
foster system in LA. “Would you like me to
find a way to connect you to Cru at BU?”
“Yes.”

And so I met Jillinitially through a
website-email-virtual-cross-country
adventure. When we finally tried to meet up
in person, she was only available to meet in
the one window | was unavailable.
