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Fall Retreat and Baptism (and Zombies)

We descended upon the camp, remote enough that cell phone service was non-existent, to spend the weekend
focused on Jesus and His call on our life. The theme was “Made Alive to Thrive” from Ephesians 2:8-10
which shows that God saves us from sin and for a purpose.
