	 We began this missionary 
journey almost 16 years ago, and 
many of you have faithfully supported 
and prayed for us from the very 
beginning.  Back then, we were on 
staff with Campus Crusade, and then 
transitioned to Sonlife, and then to 
Cadre Ministries before starting our 
own non-profit ministry in 2008.

 When we moved to Florida 
sixteen years ago, we “only” had two 
daughters.  Now we have a houseful 

with six!  We would have never 
dreamed back then what God would 
do over all these years...  that we 
would live in Africa, that we would 
start a non-profit serving the people of 
Haiti...  that we would partner with 
Sonlife in Africa, training leaders in 11 
African Countries...  and that I would 
be invited to be the Executive Director 
of Sonlife.

 Ephesians 3:20-21 captures 
the  amazement we feel as we look 
back at all that God has done.  “Now 
to Him who is able to do immeasurably 
more than all we ask or imagine, 
according to his power 
that is at work within 
us, to Him be glory 
in the church and 
in Christ Jesus 
throughout all 
generations, forever 
and ever!  Amen.”

Adoption
After three and a half years, we finally 
completed our adoption process, 
bringing Analise and Maggie home from 
Haiti on April 3rd.  This Thanksgiving we 
have our whole family together, which 
ranks up near the top of our list of things 
to be grateful for.  

ODH Leadership Help
I knew when I accepted the Executive 
Director role with Sonlife that it would 
only be possible to be effective in that 
role if God provided leadership support 
for Open Door Haiti.  While I remain the 
President of ODH, God has brought a 
new US Director on the team to lead our 
day to day operations and our staff. Todd 
Kritzwiser has been a gift from God!

Orphanage Funding
Ever since we opened the Open Door’s 
orphanage in December 2011, we knew 
we needed to raise additional funds to 
build an additional dormitory.  In June, a 
large gift came in from the Hope 
Foundation completing the $75,000 we 
needed for the Boys’ Wing.  
Construction is almost complete, 
expanding our capacity from 25 children 
to 50 that we can provide a home for.

The Power of the Gospel
This Fall, I’ve had the privilege of sharing  
the gospel at several youth events to 
over 2500 students.  Over 500 of them 
have responded to the simple message 
of God’s grace, indicating that they 
trusted Christ as Savior.  I’m reminded of 
Paul’s words that have shaped my call:  
“Yet when I preach the Gospel, I cannot 
boast, for I am compelled to preach.  
Woe to me if I do not preach the 
Gospel.”  1 Corinthians 9:16

Our ministry partnership with J-Life Africa 
involves being available to coach  and 
encourage leaders across the continent of 
Africa and provide financial support for J-
Life’s country leaders in East Africa.  We 
currently send $50 a month to Michael 
Titus (Tanzania), James Katende (Uganda), 
Shinga Jeremie (Rwanda), Bosco 
Mutebutsi (Burundi), Samson Otieno 
(Kenya), and $100 a month to Pastor 
Hammre Kayando of Kenya.

Tagbanwa Project / Philippines

Our focus among the Tagbanwa tribe for 
the past seven years has been training 
church leaders and youth leaders in 
disciplemaking principles and strategies.  
One of our key Tagbanwa leaders, 
Pastor Randy Cong, is a friend that we 
have helped over the years, providing 
him with a laptop, a camera and other 
ministry tools.  DHM  provides $50 in 
monthly ministry support for the Congs.  
DHM provides scholarship funds for 2 
Tagbanwa children to attend school.

School Of Youth Ministry

We are in our seventh year of the 
SOYM program in Haiti.  We have 
trained over 75 leaders to date.  These 
young leaders have assisted with 
church planting, youth ministry, 
evangelism & discipleship and other 
ministry projects.  The cost to 
scholarship a student for SOYM is 
$500, which works out to a monthly 
budget of $750.

Sonlife Caribbean

My new role as the Executive Director 
of Sonlife North America includes our 
disciple making training efforts in the 
US, Canada and the Caribbean.  In 
order to expand our training into the 
thirty countries in the Caribbean (we’re 
already in Haiti through my efforts with 
SOYM), it will require additional travel 
and leadership development funds.  
Two potential opportunities have 
surfaced to expand into Trinidad & 
Tobago and Barbados.
