It’s one thing to talk to
strangers on the streets of Chicago
about your faith, as the students had
been doing all week. It’s another thing
altogether to talk to a friend. They
might be angry. They might reject you.
There’s a lot at stake when you hit dial!

When Leah walked out of the
auditorium, she called her friend Julia.
Julia was a confused Catholic, and for
