This past year saw us expand our 
medical clinic, which treats over 1000 
patients a month.  By doubling our clinic 
space, we are now able to offer a dental 
clinic, a maternity ward, an eye clinic 
and housing for an intern program.  On 
top of all that, Open Door will have its 
own ambulance.  What a hoot to drive 
the ambulance down I-95 from Orlando 
to Miami to drop it off at the port.  I even 
stopped by Palm Beach Atlantic along 
the way to  take Marisa out to dinner :-)

Training Church Leaders

August 29 - September 4 I was back in 
Haiti to start our 8th year of the School 
Of Youth Ministry.  SOYM now meets 
in our Disciple-Making Training Center, 
completed just in time to house our 
largest class ever, 18 students.  Three 
of these students are the pastors from 
Open Door’s newest church plants.  
The three new churches bring our total 
to 10.  Our hope is to find partner 
churches in the US for each of these 
churches.

Educating & Feeding Children

Exciting news!  We’ve expanded our 
school with more classroom space and 
a library, equipped with 18 computers.  
We’re now educating and feeding over 
1000 kids at our five primary schools

emotion as I wept, knowing that these 
precious children would at least get to 
eat once a day.  I know it’s hard to 
believe, but $25 a month really can 
change a child’s life.
