180 leaders from 27 states and 5 countries gathered for three days of encouragement 
and equipping at Sonlife’s National Disciple-Making Conference in Houston, Texas.

Our theme for D•Conference was 
Disciple-Making Together...  a fitting 
theme because there was such a 
powerful sense in the room of the 
hunger to be together, of the joy of 
seeing long-time friends and making 
new ones, and of the camaraderie of 
being with others passionate about 
disciple-making based on the model 
of Jesus.

One of the most exciting things 
about the conference was the release 
of our new training, the 4 Chair 
Discipling Seminar, and the fact that 
nearly half those who attended the 
conference also chose to get certified 
to train this new seminar in their own 
sphere of ministry influence as they 
return back home.
