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After a week of orientation to ministry overseas, 415 young men and women stood and raised their 
voices praising God.  At the Tuesday night, August 18th Banquet just outside Chicago, these young 
missionaries worshiped God singing, “Here am I, all of me, take my life, it’s all for Thee.” 

They are going to Japan and Oceania, East Asia, Middle Asia, South Asia, Australia and New Zealand, 
Sub-Saharan Africa, North Africa and the Middle East, Eastern Europe and Russia, Western Europe, 
South America, Latin America, and Canada.
