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I just met with Marcus, a freshman rugby player at Buffalo State who's future 
job hope is to have his own YouTube channel where he tells people his 

spiritual thoughts! 
 Marcus isn’t a Christian but he is very spiritually interested, and has basically 
come up with his own religion. A common theme other Cru staff and I have noticed this year while meeting 
with students is that they are excited to finally talk to someone about their spiritual thoughts and questions. 
No one else wants to engage with them on spiritual topics. To me it just shows that God is at work in so 
many students lives and the ministry on the college campus is more important then ever. We want to a find 
those students and come along side of what God is already up to in their lives.  
 This is one of so many stories we would love to share in which your prayers and giving have helped to 
reach college students all over Buffalo for Christ. Since we only have one page we’ll give you some of the 

highlights. We have passed out 1000’s of flyers and 100’s of spiritual 
interest surveys have been filled out by students. We have meet up 
with every student that we can to tell them more about Cru which 
always leads to conversations about how to know God personally.  
 And we have seen God move! NINE students have prayed to 
receive Christ throughout the Buffalo campuses within the first 6 
weeks of the semester. This is the largest number of students that 
have prayed to receive Christ in the first 6 weeks of the semester in 
the 8 years we have lived here. Four of the students received Jesus 
at Buffalo State! Another 10 students that we know of are super 
close to receiving Christ. Please pray for these students during this 
very crucial time in their lives.
