Another couple arrived 
wondering if their marriage was 
even worth it and left “hopeful and 
better equipped.” We focused on 
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the effects of the curse in Genesis 
and how God teaches us to be 
reconciled to Him and one another 
through confession, repentance, 
speaking in grace and truth, 
recognizing our limits, taking 
responsibility, and reaching out to 
the Body of Christ. 

We hosted the event at our house, 
having established camp sites in the 
back yard along the brook. It was 
such a joy to use our new addition 
for what it was intended: ministry 
and family hospitality. We felt so 
blessed to care for these couples 
and to grow alongside them.
