We went through the booklet as normal 
and at the end Brady prayed to receive Christ! I was so excited that I asked him if I could hug him afterwards. He 
obliged.  

 
Praise God for what He is doing.  How fun for us to have a few university students like Alex bring 
a handful of high school students we haven’t met to a life-changing conference we didn’t attend.  
 
This is what we call multiplying our lives by mobilizing students, and we’re thankful you’re help-
ing us do it.

We smashed our record by 40 as 206 
students from Madison and Whitewa-
ter attended our regional TCX winter 

conference for university students this 
year.
