It was a warm day in Ljubljana (lyoo-BLYAH-nah), Slovenia. Founded just after communism ended in Europe, the country is
24 - about the same age as most of the college students milling about the campus. Many of these students commute from
their small villages and towns to get an education, and return back to
their tight-knit communities weekly, if not daily. But for now, they were in
between class and home, enjoying a moment of free time.
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This is where Katie and Ali met Marjetka. Ali and Katie, students at Ohio
University, were in Slovenia on a Summer Mission with Cru. As the girls
talked, they got to know each other.

“l just want one thing that will make me happy,” Marjetka shared.

She was an atheist, as are most young people in her country. (The long
and brutal communist rule in this region has effectively wiped out Christi-
anity, and what few churches remain are mostly empty and seen as more

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Ali and Katie continued to meet with Marjetka on campus, developing

a friendship. Eventually, they were able to share the gospel through

As they explained how she was
created to know God, but is separated from Him by her sin, something
began to change in Marjetka’s heart. When Ali and Katie asked her if she
wanted to place her faith in Christ, she knew the answer - “Yes!”

Marjetka continued to meet with Katie and Ali for the next several
weeks, each time reading through the Bible and learning about her new e P / :
