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"My Christmas wish was granted," Tyler told me
over the phone on Christmas Day. "My brother and two of
my friends are coming to IndyCC with me!"

I (Jordan) was elated. Tyler, the freshman student you
read about in our October update who came to Christ at our
Fall Retreat, has encouraged me in tremendous ways
through the way God has been transforming his life. Tyler is
hungry to grow in his faith, and he is a natural people
gatherer. His younger brother, Shane, and two of his friends
who attend the University of Akron, Ryan and Ty, decided to
join over 2,000 college students at our winter conference,
IndyCC, in Indianapolis.

Tyler had been praying for his friends since he
became a Christian.
