During our same time of 
sharing, Kaja said, "I was constantly looking to God and he gave 
me peace. These gatherings showed me he can speak through 
other people and I can discover more as I study his word with 
others." 

Maruša, a student active in our movement shared, "In this 
community I learned how to love God because I see how you care 
for one another. As I walked through a hard season I really felt like 
you were with me."  

Dmytro, a student Jordan meets with, talked about the impact 
God's word has had on him this year, saying, "Bible reading is 
really important. Not just once a week together but also every day 
on your own."
