He’s 20 years old and living in a small town with 
his family as he finishes technical school to work in the social work 
field. 

I began chatting with Matej a few weeks ago when he messaged our 
ministry page on Facebook. He responded to an ad about looking for 
the rest and hope that Jesus offers. The response to this ad has been 
incredibly positive, and my interaction with Matej is the fruit of God at 
work, helping people see their need for the rest he offers. 

Matej has grown up in a culturally religious environment, but through 
our interactions it seems like he’s realizing for the first time how to 
read and apply the Bible in his own life. He has a clear hunger to know 
God and a desire to help others know him too, even as he admitted his 
struggles to be bold and courageous in conversations with friends. 

“I feel like God sent you into my life for a reason,” Matej told me. When 
an interaction from a Facebook ad turns into an actual conversation, 
it does seem to have a divine purpose, since it’s such a rare 
occurrence. It’s a humbling and joyful opportunity to be able to enter 
into someone’s life in a God-ordained way, and we are so grateful for 
the opportunities the Lord continues to provide for us. 

I told Matej about our vision of helping raise up a movement of 
Slovenes who can be lights in every single town in Slovenia. He was 
inspired by that idea and told me, “I need a change in my life, and I 
need to really know God.” We’re praying that people like Matej would 
truly know God, would take steps to obey all of his commands, and 
would be able to help others do the same. We know that the Lord is 
the one who brings the change as we enter into a relationship with 
him, and we believe this change can work its way through individuals, 
families, communities, and countries as the light of the glory of Christ 
shines brighter and brighter across the world.
