(Jordan) during our second meeting together online. Kristan 
signed up for Speakout Sessions, our free English 
conversation practice for high school students. SpeakOut 
Sessions give us an opportunity to help students with a felt 
need of practicing their English with a native speaker, while 
also exposing them to a variety of deeper topics to engage 
with us in such as faith, purpose, family, culture, and 
relationships. 

Kristan found the signup for our free program through 
Instagram and he was eager to meet. We met three times in 
the span of two weeks, and he even joined us for our Digital 
English Club that nearly 20 students from around the country 
participated in at our last meeting. While moving all of our 
ministry online has had some challenges, it has also opened 
up doors for meeting with students who are geographically 
too far to meet with in person, like Kristan who lives over 100 
miles away. 

Meeting with him over the last few weeks has been an 
absolute pleasure. It’s evident that he’s really thinking about 
faith and purpose, and I'm hopeful that he’ll soon be willing to 
meet to read the Bible. While he said he wasn’t ready for that 
yet, I’m certain that we’ll continue to interact. In the fall he’s 
planning on attending university in Ljubljana, where we live, 
which will provide more opportunities to come alongside him 
and expose him to the person of Jesus. 

When I asked Kristan what words came to mind when he 
heard the word “faith,” he said, “Happy, calm and God.” He 
went on to say that, “Faith teaches you to be happy with what 
you have and religious people seem calm.” It’s clear that he 
notices that true faith can play a vital role in leading to peace 
and joy. We're praying that God would continue to open 
Kristan’s eyes and heart to the truth of Jesus and the hope of 
eternal life.
