We, along with all of our teammates 
and each piece of luggage, made the transatlantic move in 
one piece thanks to God’s graciousness.  !
Upon our arrival at the airport, we were greeted by American 
and Slovene friends. Student friends we met two years ago 
contacted us and came to visit us within our first few days 
back in Ljubljana.  !
One of those friends is Nuša, a friend I (Niki) have shared 
about before. I went for coffee with Nuša during our first 
week back. Developing friendships is a slower process for 
Slovenes than it is for most Americans, so  it was 
encouraging to see our friendship deepen and grow, even in 
the midst of my year-long absence. Seeing her desire to 
spend time together and beginning to open up reminded me 
of the significance of loving people like Jesus does and 
meeting them right where they are. !
We pray that our relationships with Slovenes would be 
significant and meaningful, leading them to know Jesus 
personally. !
There are now 15 Americans with Cru working in Ljubljana, 
trusting the Lord for lost students to become Christ-
centered laborers in this city and country. We believe the 
Lord has called and equipped each of us to play a vital role in 
helping Slovenia truly know Jesus. !
