So I’d like to 
share just a few of the countless ways God 
showed up in mighty ways this past year so 
that we don’t forget . . .

1) Provision.  For me to get to Tokyo in 
the first place I needed ministry partners 

who would enable me to go.   God pro-
vided the funds and team through you! 

2) My STINT team.  Though the nine of 
us couldn’t have been more different, we  
experienced what it means to love each 
other the way Christ loved us.  Through 
much prayer and hard work, we truly be-
came family. 

3) Changed lives.  Aya. Yurika. Masaki. 
Hisako. Naoko.  These are just a  few of 
the names of students who were truly 
touched by Jesus this year for the first 
time.  When I look at the transformation of 
these students, I remember why I was 
called to Japan.

4) Jesus.  It is easy to take Jesus’ sacrifice 
on the cross for granted. The Lord knows 
I, like everyone else, am a sinner and could 
not make it to heaven on my own.  He also 
knew I would need the Holy Spirit to help 
me live out the abundant life.  I praise God
