O ur involvement with the ministry of Conexion3 

continues to expand. As we shared several 

months ago, this is a bilingual ministry to primarily bi

-national families living in the Tucson area; a new 

church plant focused on discipleship. Toby is now a 

regular part of the teaching staff . This is a 

very small ministry at this point, and your support 

makes our participation

currently serving less than 70, the ministry reach is 

much larger.
