
Outside Front 

Your photo should 

extend 1/8” past 

the edge of the 

card (to the green 

guide lines).  This 

is the “bleed” that 

we will cut off so 

that the final card 

doesn’t have any 

white edges. 

Any text should be 

1/4” inside the 

inner margin to 

avoid looking like 

it’s too close to 

the edge. 

Fold Line 

End your picture 

at the fold line.  

Only the three 

outer sides should 

have a bleed. 
Outside Back 

This is typically left 

blank.  If you place 

anything here, 

ensure that it’s 

rotated 180°

Less is more — 

don’t cram a full 

letter into the 

inside of your card 

if you can avoid it.  

Keep it short.
