At the end of the month, Tannia and I will be relocating temporarily to Grapevine, Texas 
(Dallas area), where we will live with her sister Gabriela, who serves in the Spanish ministry 
of a large local church. During our time there, I will offer a short series on apologetics for the 
church community and continue my active involvement with Gracelyn University, where I 
have served as a volunteer member of the Board of Regents for several years. 

Gracelyn University is an innovative Christian institution committed to equipping students for ministry and professional excellence through 
flexible online programs and a strong biblical worldview. My work with the Board has focused on governance, accreditation readiness, and 
strategic planning, and I am excited to deepen my role in advancing its mission during this season.
