MEETING THE NEEDS OF SMALL CHRISTIAN SCHOOLS...

Since 2009, I've held a leadership role in four schools, all of which would be categorized as “large” schools. However, the national average private
school enrollment in the USA (including Christian and non) is just 174 students. At Houghton Academy, we have 85 students (as of this week,
with more joining us in January). Historically the Academy has averaged 145 students. It is the smallest school I've worked with—and it has made
me aware of the significant needs and unique challenges small schools face. Most school support organizations and companies target and serve
large schools. Thus, there is a significant need for resources and services to be developed that meet the unique needs and limitations of small
schools. This was the focus of the meeting with Kjell and Clint. In collaboration with Houghton University, we are exploring meaningful, practical,
and yet strategic ways to come alongside small Christian schools to help ensure their success and greater mission fulfillment. Your prayers and
support for these ongoing efforts are appreciated.
