The cultural, economic, and political struggles of Haiti are enormous, yet
this group of Christian educators are committed to shining the light of
Jesus Christ and are making a tfremendous difference in the lives of many

students, families, and their surrounding community.

Following a few days of work in Haiti, Toby then refurned to Santo
Domingo, Dominican Republic, where he is assisting the development of Christian Community School. CCS is a new school,
just entering their 6th year of operations. This trip centered on teacher training, as well as assisting the school owners with
some organizational development. They too are making a tremendous difference in the lives of many in a less than ideal
environment. Their school building is a converted house, in which
they currently endeavor to meet the needs of 110 PS-12
