We are especially
pleased with how we believe God has answered our prayers specifically for Emma. The Academy shares many resources with the University. One of those
shared resources is Houghton’s Equestrian Center.

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The Academy only serves Secondary students. Thus, students begin in 6th grade. Emma will enter the school with other students as a “first year.” A first for her.
During a recent visit to the campus, Emma already made friends. Perhaps easier to do, as the Academy is a small school. The current enroliment is just 60
students, but those students hail from 17 countries! Another uniqueness
of the community that seems to be an incredible fit for our multi-national
family and our passion for international missions! Similar to our years at
the Alliance Academy in Quito, God is bringing international missions to
us and providing Emma with a multicultural experience like no other.

The Academy is in a “rebuilding” phase, as the effects of the pandemic
nearly resulted in the long history of the school ending. The Board of
Trustees, however, is deeply committed to seeing the school “bounce : ) v
back” from the pandemic and pursue a new era of ministry impact and QU \ = . \ X le\‘r’gg&“
influence.
