However, there is sti l l another process to 

be completed to secure her Certif icate of Cit izenship 

(along with another $1,100.00 fee due to being born 

and adopted abroad) and then we can also secure for 

her a USA passport (for another $600). For Tannia, 

after she has maintained residence in the USA for 2 

years and 9 months, then we can also init iate her 

eventual cit izenship.   

Thank you to all those who have prayed and walked 

through this long process with us.  And also, a BIG 

THANKS t o  t ho se w ho  have ass i s t ed  u s  w i t h  t he 

f inancial challenges of securing residence in the USA 

for the gir ls. The process is not only long and 

complicated; it is very expensive. We have expended 

over $7K to date, and as you see, we stil l have a few 

more steps to go.  Now, we are await ing the Social 

Security cards for the girls. Once she has her SS#, 

then Tannia can secure an Arizona Driver’s License, 

and l ife wil l  begin to feel a bit more stable.
