These

presentations (i.e. shows) primarily

featured Toby’s skills in the art of

illusion, as well as a wide array of variety

art skills of those who traveled and

worked with him (i.e. comedy, mime,

juggling). The core ministry of those

shows was to provide a creative

opportunity in which to share the

Gospel of Jesus Christ with some of the

most un-reached people in the world.

As these events were primarily “pre-

evangelistic” in nature; we really don’t

know in any measurable way what the

impact was. So, it was a thrill this past

week to receive a note from one of

Toby’s cousins that shared this:
